AFRICA

Liberia: Christian Kallon is presently working as a missionary in Liberia and praises the Lord that his
illnesses of malaria and typhoid are now over. He went to Sierra Leone for further lab tests, treatment and
received medication. He was also able to celebrate his 50" birthday with wife Augusta and their children.
Pray that they will get the furnishings for the house, the residential permits, and be able to make the final
house payment.

ASIA

Philippines: Todd and Catherine Caplinger give praise for the successful Philippines Mission Outreach.
Many Filipinos were helped with the medicines and many accepted Jesus as their Savior. Pray especially for
a lady named Vilma who had some kind of infection that ate away her nose. The team members prayed that
God would creatively give her a new nose or bring someone who would pay for her to have one made
surgically. PTL...there is a couple who have said they will pay for it to be fixed. Please pray that a doctor will
be found in Manila who will do the surgery. Vilma is a very poor person who lives in the mountains of Don
Salvador with her five children, and she loves Jesus. Pray for Todd and Catherine’s coming furlough starting
in November 2011, as they prepare to fly to CA for CinA’s Mission Conference and then on to other places in
the USA to visit family and friends.

Okinawa, Japan: Glenn and Sue Kennedy give praise for the unity and hard work by all the team members
of the Philippines Medical/Dental Outreach. Many supernatural, miraculous healings occurred!! They ask for
continued prayer for the local pastors who have the task of discipling those who accepted the Lord. The
report is: 3,000 plus people that were helped by the medical team of doctors and nurses; 900 people were
helped by the dental team. e Pray for Nick and Sandy Guerra as they are ministering in the prison, helping
the men to understand that God really loves them and that there is forgiveness for their sins.

Macau: John and Suzanna Hyrons ask prayer for Suzanna’s mother’s health and other folks in their church.
John loves to read a story to the 20 little children in the day care center every day. They also ask prayer for
family and friends in the USA and the UK: John’s brother-in-law Clyde who has Alzheimer’s, Orville who is
suffering with Alzheimer’s, Annette in Hawaii who had a liver transplant, Cyril who was hospitalized suffering
with too much potassium, which affected his kidney, and Pat who has cancer and is frail and weak. Pray for
the Nurse and Women'’s fellowships, the English classes and John’s discipleship classes as they reach out
with the Gospel to these people.

India: OG asks prayer for the pioneer work in V. They had an open-air meeting in the area but not without
opposition from anti-Christian groups. The team resolved to continue the ministry at any cost and so fulfill the
Great Commission of the Lord Jesus Christ. Pray for OG and his wife who are going door-to-door with the
message of the Gospel. To retain the fruit of evangelism, they have follow-up classes and seeker’s meetings
in a rented house every Sunday afternoon. e Pray for the CinA ministry of J and J B and other pastors in S.
India, who are all committed to evangelism and church development. J and J were trained in London, England
in 1983 and have raised up five churches and a primary school since then in southern India. The CinA
ministry was started by J’s father, Pastor V, an evangelist, in the early 1960’s. Pastor V’s wife A.V. still is
working in the ministry with her children. e Pray for L and M T in Pakistan who have purchased a plot of land
to build another church. Four new churches have been established and are doing well and several people
have come to Christ through the ministry there.

SOUTH AMERICA

Colombia: The Actis family praises for their nine months in Colombia and are feeling much more settled into
missionary life. Pray for them as they are headed to the town of Armenia this August to start a new work of
planting churches. Pray for their endeavor of home schooling their daughters when they arrive in Armenia.
Continue to pray for the release from spiritual oppression and darkness in Colombia. There is still hostility
towards Evangelicals.

Ecuador: Rick and Sharon LaBouef ask prayer for Andy and Periscilla D’Varga, who are newly married in the
USA and are raising support for their way back to Ecuador as missionaries.

CENTRAL AMERICA
